SPECIAL INFORMATION
The pre-tender Health & Safety file forms a separate document.

Access to the property is through a combination of private, communal and fire escape entrances.  These must be fully protected to maintain safe access and egress for the residents. They must be kept clear of obstructions at all times.  Due allowance must be made during resurfacing works to the walkways to ensure that access to the immediately affected flats is either maintained or closed off with the prior agreement of the occupiers.
